Serving the five-county area of Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau and
St. Johns counties, Community PedsCare daily serves more than 100 children and their families.
Community PedsCare offers both palliative care for children with life-limiting and life-threatening
conditions who are still seeking aggressive or curative treatment, as well as hospice care for
children with a diagnosis of six months or less of life who have forgone curative treatment.

The Need: The vast majority of children in the Community PedsCare program are enrolled in
palliative care where services are not reimbursed by insurance. Care for these children is provided
at no cost to the families, and philanthropic support is required to ensure availability of services.

Involvement Opportunities: Volunteer opportunities are available for involvement on the
planning committees and for set-up and day-of-event support.

Mission: The mission of Community Hospice of Northeast Florida is to improve the quality of life for
patients and families and to be the compassionate guide for end-of-life care in our community.

Vision: To be the community resource for innovative solutions in hospice and palliative care
Established: 1979
Service Area: Baker, Clay, Duval, Nassau and St. Johns counties in Northeast Florida

Patients: Community Hospice cares for nearly 1,100 adults and children each day. Since its founding,
the organization has served more than 67,000 patients and their families.

Staff: Community Hospice has nearly 800 employees and 800 volunteers.

Locations: Care is available in a variety of settings, including patients’ homes, long term care and
assisted living facilities, hospitals and in Community Hospice’s five inpatient care centers—the Earl B.
Hadlow Center for Caring, a 38-bed free-standing hospice care center in Jacksonville; the George and
Margaret Morris Center for Caring, a | 7-bed inpatient hospice care unit on the Shands Jacksonville
campus; the 16-bed Dr. Gaston J. Acosta-Rua Center for Caring on Ramona Boulevard on Jacksonville’s
Westside; the 16-bed Anne and Donald McGraw Center for Caring located on Mayo Clinic’s campus;
and the |2-bed Bailey Family Center for Caring, on the campus of Flagler Hospital in St. Augustine.
Outreach offices are located in Orange Park, St. Augustine and Yulee.

Eligibility: Patients are eligible for hospice care when they show symptoms of any type of life-limiting
illness and are diagnosed with a life expectancy of one year or less. To receive care, a patient must have
a physician’s consent, an available caregiver and regional residence in Community Hospice’s service area.

Payment: In most cases, hospice services are paid for by Medicare, Medicaid or private insurance. If
patients and families are unable to pay, care is funded through dollars raised by Community Hospice
Foundation. No one is denied care based on inability to pay.

Giving: The Community Hospice Foundation generates philanthropic and community support for
Community Hospice. Funds raised support unfunded or under-funded patient care, emergency assistance
for patients and patient families, equipment, facilities, endowment, and unfunded programs including
Community PedsCare, which provides hospice and palliative care for children, and the Charles M.
Neviaser Educational Institute, which provides end-of-life education for professionals and community
and grief/bereavement counseling.

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Program Description: Established in 2000, Community PedsCare is a pediatric palliative and
hospice program for children with life-limiting and life-threatening conditions. A program of
Community Hospice of Northeast Florida in collaboration with Wolfson Children’s Hospital,
Nemours Children’s Clinic and University of Florida-Jacksonville, Community PedsCare offers
support, comfort and care to these children and their families.

Eligibility for Service: The program is available to children with a life-limiting and life-
threatening illness, disease or injury who may benefit from palliative or hospice care. Patients
may be referred to Community PedsCare by physicians, nurses, social workers, clergy, health
professionals, parents, legal guardians or family members. All referrals must be approved by the
patient’s primary care physician and accepted by the parent.

Definitions of Care: Children in palliative care have life-threatening conditions, but may be
seeking curative or life-prolonging treatments. Hospice care is designed for children with a life-
expectancy of six months or less who have forgone aggressive curative treatment.

Levels of Service: After referral, the Community PedsCare staff will schedule a meeting with the

family, either at home or in the hospital, to determine the level of support. These include:

= Palliative and hospice home visits by physicians, nurses, social service generalists, child life
specialists, spiritual counselors and volunteers.

= |npatient hospice care, available at Wolfson Children’s Hospital, Jacksonville

= Hospice and palliative consultations at homes and hospitals in service area

= Medical supplies for palliative patients who have no other provision or payor source

= Durable medical equipment and medications for hospice patients

» Grief and bereavement support and counseling to the sick child and their family members

= Counseling to the sick child’s teachers and classmates

Payment: The vast majority of Community PedsCare services are not reimbursed by insurance
and are provided without charge to patient families, however families never are denied access
because of inability to pay. Charitable gifts to Community Hospice Foundation provide vital funding
for this care. Additional funding from Wolfson Children’s Hospital, Nemours Children’s Clinic and
University of Florida-Jacksonville enables Community PedsCare to provide seamless care from the
outpatient to inpatient setting when and where children and families need it most.

Laura was born with spina bifida and hydrocephalus,
and sees a multitude of physicians for her medically
complex condition. She has had two to three surgeries
a year since she was born, with at least five life-
threatening surgeries performed in her young life.
Laura’s last major surgery involved spinal fusion at her
neck area, and she also has had many urological
surgeries.

Laura is dependent on others for help with all
activities. She rides around in her “power chair” with
her best friend, Selena, her golden-doodle service dog,
at her side.

Her mother describes Laura as a princess who is
“into” cute boys and would love to go with them to
the movies and McDonalds. She loves being told how
pretty she is! Laura enjoys music, especially Miley
Cyrus and Hannah Montana, playing board and card
games, fishing and participating at social events.

Laura has recently been able to attend a special recreational rehab activity — swimming with the
dolphins in the Florida Keys — where she had a wonderful time. Some day she looks forward to
going to high school.

Laura has been with Community PedsCare since 2002. She and her brother Alex, who is also in

the program, have received supportive care services over the years. Through the many difficult

times the children and their parents have experienced, Community PedsCare has been present,
walking through situations with them.
